A regular scheduled meeting of the Trenton City Council was called to order by
Mayor Tony Burriss. The invocation was given by Alderman Cannon. Mayor
Burriss welcomed all in attendance and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Those present were elected officials, Mayor Burriss, Aldermen Abbott, Cannon,
Gibson, Hammonds, Jackson, and Overall. City employees present were Sammy

A motion was made by Alderman Hammonds to approve the minutes of the October
28, 2008 council meeting. Alderman Overall gave a second motion. The motion was
passed by all.

SAMMY DICKEY / RECORDER’S REPORT

City Recorder, Sammy Dickey, gave a report on the 10™ of the bills. They were
Electric Department $516,208.95, Water and Sewer $71,096.31, General Fund
$33,339.75, and Sanitation $21,188.99.
